The 

performances of the Super Kabuki “ONE PIECE” (2015) and the New 

Kabuki “NARUTO” (2018) attracted a great deal of attention, becoming a 

catalyst for the spread of kabuki to the younger generation. Through this 

discussion, we will discover the affinity between kabuki and manga, the 

characteristics of the Heroes of both genres, and the significance of 

media mixes from perspectives of both kabuki and manga.
