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This course is designed to help students improve their ability to listen, speak, and
read Japanese in their university life. Students will practice understanding natural-
speed Japanese explanations about culture and daily life. The goal is for those who
have completed beginner-level grammar to develop practical communication skills in
various situations.
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In this course, students will learn about Japan from various perspectives. The content
is based on basic information that will help international students to deepen the
understanding of the Japanese society. Those who would like to brush-up their
knowledge are also invited but their Japanese proficiency should be lower than N3
since we are going to use very easy words in Japanese and English during the class.
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This class comprehensively covers the 4 skills of listening, speaking, reading,
and writing. Students listen, speak, read, and write about various topics in
Japanese; school life, daily life, what you like and dislike, what you want to
do, and your family or country. Be immersed in Japanese through fun and
useful activities and tasks! Students who have reached the JLPT N5 level,
who want to try N4 level, and who want to brush-up on basic vocabulary and
grammar at the beginner level are all Welcome
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We mainly use the “Marugoto:
Japanese Language and Culture
Elementary 1 A2 Coursebook for
Communicative Language Activities
Katsudoo” text, and we use other
materials as needed.
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This class focuses on learning Japanese oral expressions. The goal is to
acquire conversational skills for interacting with people and having
discussions. Each time, students create and practice role plays, and receive
feedback on their expressions and pronunciation from the teacher and
classmates to improve their conversational abilities.
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This class is for exchange students, and we call it Home Room. Students will
obtain important information about classes and information that is useful in
daily life. Also, students have opportunities to communicate with Ochanomizu
students. At the end of every month, students are required to reflect on their
experiences studying at Ochanomizu University and write a brief report.
