Those who would like
to brush-up their knowledge are also invited but their Japanese proficiency should be lower than
N3 since we are going to use Very easy words in Japanese and English during the class.
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Handouts are distributed at each class.
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The purpose of this class is to lean about basic Japanese grammar and to make presentations about
female leaders in the world. In this class, students will learn and introduce female leaders in the
world to be able to explain about them in Japanese, using basic Japanese grammar and expressions.
The goal is for international students to be able to use some of the basic grammar in Japanese
while enjoying learning about the global female leaders and in Japan and deepening their cross-
cultural understanding.
