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The United Nations has adopted 17 Sustamable Development Goals (SDGs) which aim to end poverty and
hunger while promoting health, gender equality and decent work “for people and the planet” by 2030. What role
can microfinance — the provision of financial services, including microcredit, to low-income people - play in
achieving the SDGs? Is it possible for microfinance institutions (MFls) to be financially sustainable, even profitable,
which simultaneously pursuing poverty reduction? This talk will take up these and other related questions.
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
