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Ocha Summer Program JLC is designed for students who wish to learn Japanese oral skills in
2 weeks. We offer three courses for students with the following proficiency levels in CEFR
(Common European Framework of Reference for Languages)

e Introductory Class: introductory class for Beginners (Up to approximately 10 students)
e Al Class: students with CEFR A1 / JLPT N5 (Up to approximately 15 students)
e A2 Class: students with CEFR A2 / JLPT N4 (Up to approximately 15 students)

During the program, students will talk with classmates and Ochanomizu students, search for
interesting places in Tokyo and visit those places. Every year, students from various
countries around the world participate in the program. Please join our program and expand
the world of Japanese!

Ochanomizu University dormitory is
not available to short-term program participants.
